	Description of content:  
Compact Fluorescent Lamps (CFL’s)
Proposed amendments to Schedule 1 of the Energy Efficiency (Energy Using Products) Regulations 2002 will:

· add compact fluorescent lamps to the "Product class" column; and 

· list additional Standards which will provide test methods and new minimum performance standard (MEPS) for compact fluorescent lamps.

The proposed additional Standards for compact fluorescent lamps are:

Joint Australia/New Zealand Standard AS/NZS 4847.1:2010 Self ballasted lamps for general lighting services - Part 1: Test methods – Energy performance will be added to the "Testing Standards" column of Schedule One. 

Joint Australia/New Zealand Standard AS/NZS 4847.2:2010 Self ballasted lamps for general lighting services - Part 2: Minimum Energy Performance Standards (MEPS) requirements will be added to the Minimum energy performance standards (MEPS) column of Schedule One.  

Televisions

Proposed amendments to Schedule 1 and Schedule 2 of the Energy Efficiency (Energy Using Products) Regulations 2002 will;
· add televisions to the "Product Class" column; and

· list additional Standards that will provide test methods and new minimum energy performance standards (MEPS) and labelling for televisions. 

The proposed additional Standards for televisions are:

Joint Australia/New Zealand Standard AS/NZS 62087.1:2010 Power consumption of audio, video and related equipment – Part 1: Methods of measurement will be added to the “Testing Standards” column of Schedule One and Two. 

Joint Australia/New Zealand Standard AS/NZS 62087.2.2:2010 Power consumption of audio, video and related equipment - Part 2.2: Minimum energy performance standards (MEPS) and energy rating label requirements for television sets will be added to the Minimum energy performance standards (MEPS) column of Schedule One and Two.  

Note: All appliances covered by these requirements, and which are manufactured in or imported into New Zealand and made available for sale on or after the date that the Standards enter into force, must meet the requirements set out in the relevant Standards. The proposed date of entry into force will be no earlier than 28 August 2011. 

Introducing these Standards will harmonise New Zealand requirements with those already in place in Australia. For televisions the test method is also identical with IEC 62087, 
Ed.2.0 (2008). The compact fluorescent lamp methodology also draws on international methods, such as IEC and CIE Standards.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  The primary purpose of incorporating these Standards into New Zealand Regulation is to align product regulation with Australia for the purposes of trade harmonisation. Environmental protection and meeting New Zealand's international obligations are also objectives for these amendments. The specific objectives are to (1) ensure that improvements in product technologies lead to increased productivity growth and lower energy costs; (2) ensure that consumers are better informed about energy-using products and can make informed choices that reduce their overall energy costs; (3) to contribute to the government’s proposed energy efficiency target of 55 petajoules (PJ) of saving across the economy by 2015, as targeted in the draft New Zealand Energy Efficiency and Conservation Strategy published in 2010; (4) to contribute to reduced national greenhouse gas emissions targeted under the Kyoto Protocol; and (5) to align standards with Australia, in order to honour commitments under the Trans-Tasman Mutual Recognition Arrangement.
