	Description of content:  The effect of the unsafe goods notice is to declare certain goods, namely chainsaws without a chain brake, as being unsafe goods and prohibited for supply for an indefinite period from 24 June 2012. This notice replaces the Unsafe Goods (Chainsaws without a Chain Brake) Notice 2010 which was in force for 18 months from the date of publication on 23 December 2010.

	7.
	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  Chainsaws without effective chain brakes are deemed to present an unacceptable risk to users. Chain brakes are a safety feature that prevents the chain from continuing to operate should for example the saw become jammed or encounter an obstruction. Advice from stakeholders consulted during the development of the notice was strongly in favour of this measure. Chainsaws that are used in the forestry industry are covered by separate legal requirements that make chain brakes mandatory. 
This notice is targeted at chainsaws used by private individuals. The effect of the notice is to require importers and suppliers to ensure that the chainsaws comply with the requirements of ISO 6535:2008 in respect of the provision of an adequate chain brake. Certification showing compliance with the requirements of AS/NZS 60745.2.13 2006 that applies to electrical chainsaws is taken as being equivalent. The notice will remain in place indefinitely from 24 June 2012 unless amended or revoked by the Minister of Consumer Affairs.
